Afternoon: Walk up to Holcombe – Hare and Hounds – beer stop/ Shoulder of Mutton 
beer stop/ option to walk up to Holcombe Tower/ Ramsbottom beer stop/ potential 
to further walk to Stubbins depends on timings and group.
